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San Jorge Basin Origin and Paleogeographic Relations 

The San Jorge Basin was formed during the Jurassic some 152 million years ago.  During that time, the current 

continents of South America, Africa, Australia, India, and Antarctica were all clustered into a huge, ancient super-

continent known as Gondwanaland (Figure 1).  As Gondwanaland gradually broke-up over time and the continents 

drifted in various directions toward their current locations, each carried with it many common geologic and 

metallurgenic   characteristics from the original super-continent of Gondwanaland 

 

In the case of the San Jorge Basin, it shares a common origin with the Karoo Basin in Africa.  Both basins were once 

connected and are of the same geologic age, composition, and fabric.   The geologic conditions that created the world 

class uranium deposits at Karoo are identical to the conditions that currently exist in the San Jorge Basin.  The uranium 

exploration and mining successes experienced in these sedimentary basins of Africa can be expected in the San Jorge 

Basin of Argentina, holding the potential of becoming a major uranium producing region. 

In Tanzania (Karoo Basin), Mantra Resources has defined over 100M lbs U3O8, in just 3 years, and has been offered (Dec. 

15, 2010) USD 1.16 billion in cash, for all its shares, by ARMZ.  The success of this company is a benchmark for

The Central Plateau is an extensive, flat and arid region in the northern portion of the province. It has a very low 

population density, limited ranching and no tourism. However it is easily accessible from the east and west through 

national and provincial roads. The Central Plateau has good infrastructure and is an ideal region for mining activities. 

The largest city in Chubut, with 189,000 inhabitants, is Comodoro Rivadavia in the south of the province followed by 

Trelew with 88,300 inhabitants. Other important cities are Puerto Madryn and Esquel. 

The main industry in the province is oil (mostly centered on Comodoro Rivadavia), and aluminum with other industries 

including fishing, ranching and wool production.  

The Trelew airport serves regular flights to/from Buenos Aires and El Calafate. Airports are also maintained at 

Comodoro Rivadavia, Esquel, and Puerto Madryn. The highway network is well maintained and includes the following: 

National road Nº3 runs along the coast line, National road Nº 25 crosses Chubut from East to West, connecting Trelew 

and Esquel, and National road Nº40 runs along the western part of the province. 

The Province has two deep water ports; the Almirante Storni port in Puerto Madryn City and Comodoro Rivadavia Port 

in the homonymous city. The distance from Cerro Solo Project to the nearest port in Puerto Madryn is 410 km. 

There are 1,317 km of operating gas pipelines, with an additional 166 km planned. The power line network in Chubut 

extends for 1,784 km and is interconnected with the national network.  The major east-west line passes through the

Uranium Mineralized Areas within the San Jorge Basin, Chubut Province, Argentina

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A very limited initial drilling campaign accomplished by UrAmerica on May 2010, clearly demonstrates the presence of 

multiple roll front systems located at the Plateau and Cerro Solo South areas.

A schematic cross section of UrAmerica´s roll front model within the Los Adobes paleochannel is shown on Figure 6. 

Analysis of the drill cutting samples and radiometric logs from the Plateau and Cerro Solo South areas drilling programs 

ÈÁÖÅ ÐÒÏÖÅÎ ÔÈÅ ÐÒÅÓÅÎÃÅ ÏÆ ÒÏÌÌ ÆÒÏÎÔÓ ÏÎ 5Ò!ÍÅÒÉÃÁȭÓ ÐÒÏÐÅÒty. The cross-sections in Figures 7 & 8 demonstrate the 

lateral continuity of mineralization, with high grade and shallow depth. The gamma logs also show two mineralized 

ȰÓÐÉËÅÓȱ indicating close proximity to a roll front nose where typically the grade and thickness are expected to be much 

higher.

UrAmerica´s 30,000 meter drilling program will focus on the currently identified roll fronts, while also performing offset 

drilling to define the limits of the known CNEÁs orebody which eØÔÅÎÄÓ ÏÎÔÏ 5Ò!ÍÅÒÉÃÁȭÓ ÐÒÏÐÅÒÔÉÅÓ (1-6).
